If you would know this and understand these things, then your life will be all
the more often consistent with My desire for you to live a triumphant life.

But know this: The closer you get to the spring day and
the morning star rising with healing in His wings, know this: one will press in and
press in. Know: If it is darker that it is much lighter—it is lighter on the inside
where all permanent change takes place, says the Spirit of Grace.
